The Board would like to state that our final charges 
have been updated to align with the revenue 
allowances within the Ofwat Final Determination 
for PR24, as published by Ofwat on the 19 
December 2024.

Whilst we have not made any significant changes 
to methodology or introduced any new tariffs from 
2024/2025, we have seen significant increases 
within our bill impact assessment driven by the 
increased investment in 2025-2030 based on the 
Ofwat Final Determination for PR24. 

To enable an early view of the anticipated 
significant increases in bill impacts we included 
a range within our indicative Wholesale charges, 
using the revenue allowances in the Draft 
Determination (as the minimum) and our Draft 
Determination Representation (as the maximum), 
the actual Final Determination returned a higher 
level of revenue allowances within 2025/2026 than 
our Draft Determination Representation. 
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We set out below an over view of the 26.5% increase in 
wholesale revenue allowances from 2024/2025 (£1,223m) 
to 2025/2026 (£1,547m)to illustrate this:

We have included a reconciliation from the 
indicative wholesale charges range to the 
final wholesale charges in section 5 within our 
published Wholesale Board Assurance Statement.

The main reasons for the increase in the revenue 
allowances are due to the updated WACC that 
Ofwat used (4.03% compared to 3.72%) and the 
timing of the bioresources revenue allowance, 
which have been updated to reflect the rephased 
allowed revenue in year which is based on an 
average £/tonnes of dry solids, this results in a 
higher allowance in earlier years of the AMP offset 
with lower revenues in later years.
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The Board owns and is accountable for the development of the 
final Wholesale Charges document. The final Wholesale Charges 
document and this supporting assurance statement was approved 
collectively by the Board in January 2025.

This document sets out the wholesale charges 
and charging policies for Retailers, for the financial 
year 2025/2026 of Yorkshire Water Services Limited 
(Yorkshire Water) made under the provisions of the 
Water Industry Act 1991. 

Yorkshire Water has followed Ofwat’s guidance 
on the publication of wholesale charges per the 
‘Wholesale Charging Rules’ issued October 2021. 
No new charges guidance were published in 2024.

Introduction
This is the Yorkshire Water Wholesale Charges 
Scheme for the year 2025/2026 which incorporates 
the non-household wholesale charges scheme 
for the customers previously supplied by “The York 
Waterworks Limited” (formerly Plc). The charges 
for customers who are liable for York Waterworks 
charges shall be no more than would have been  
if the York Waterworks appointment had not  
taken place.

This Scheme relates to charging period 01 April 
2025 to 31 March 2026.

This Scheme is in accordance with the Wholesale 
Charging Rules issued by the Water Services 
Regulation Authority under sections 66E and 117I  
of the Water Industry Act 1991.

The rules apply to the charges that may be 
imposed by:

(a) �a water undertaker under a section 66D 
agreement where a water supply licensee  
with a retail authorisation or a restricted  
retail authorisation is a party to that 
agreement; and

(b) �a sewerage undertaker under a section 
117E agreement where a sewerage licensee 
with a retail authorisation is a party to that 
agreement.

The rules are supplementary to statutory 
provisions that apply to Yorkshire Water under 
any enactment, or instrument made thereunder 
(including the conditions of our appointment), and 
in the event of any conflict between the rules and 
any statutory provision, the latter shall prevail.

Water supply to the fire services
In accordance with section 147 of the Water 
Industry Act 1991 no volumetric water charges will 
be applied to the proportion of water supplied 
to supply points which are used for fire-fighting, 
extinguishing fires, the testing of fire-fighting 
apparatus or fire-fighting training purposes. 

The Charges are subject to the provisions  
of Section 147 of the Water Industry Act 1991.
